By working with Christian organizations and in the context of clear partnership agreements, we make every effort to ensure partners uphold our firm commitment to good stewardship of all resources.

Lifewater took immediate and decisive action as soon as concerns arose regarding the partner in question. After thorough review, Lifewater chose to terminate the partnership rather than risk compromising our commitment to good stewardship. Lifewater also established new measures to further strengthen its partner selection process and accountability requirements for existing partners. Potential and existing partners are required to participate in thorough written and in-person evaluations that demonstrate good governance, sound fiscal management, and regular third-party affirmations of the same. Measures include providing GPS coordinates and photos of project work, conducting outside financial reviews, and hosting frequent field visits by Lifewater staff. Lifewater is currently in the process of establishing an Africa office that will allow Lifewater to increase its presence in the field and further assure partner accountability.
